RESOLUTION

RESOLVED THAT:

1. The directors of the Corporation are hereby authorized to amend Section 28 of the By-
Laws of the Corporation by deleting the following wording:

“28. Term of Office of Directors

At the first election of Directors following the approval of this by-

law, one-third (1/3) directors shall be elected for a three-year term, one-
third (1/3) directors shall be elected for a two-year term and one-

third (1/3) directors shall be elected for a one-year term. Thereafter, except
where an election is held to fill the unexpired portion of a term, newly
elected directors shall be elected for three-year (3) terms.”

and replacing it with the following wording:
“28.  Term of Office of Directors

The Directors shall be elected to hold office for a term expiring not later
than the close of the next annual meeting of members following the
election.”

2. Any one director or officer of the Corporation is hereby authorized and directed to
execute and deliver all such documents and to do all such other acts and things as such
director or officer may determine to be necessary or advisable in connection with such
amendment, the execution of any such document or the doing of any such other act or
thing being conclusive evidence of such determination.
